Monmouth University ushered in a new era in the school’s history with the 
completion and opening of the long anticipated Multipurpose Activity Center in the 
Fall of 2009, a building newly branded as the OceanFirst Bank Center in the spring 
of 2016. The arena not only serves the school’s 23 Division I Athletics programs, 
but is also a key asset for the entire University community. The facility features 
classroom and seminar space and a conference center that can be used for meet-
ings, or be partitioned and used for study hall, clinics or workshops. It features a 
state-of-the-art fi tness center, is also the new location of the Leon Hess Champi-
ons' Hall, Monmouth Athletics Hall of Fame and Varsity Club, which will be used for 
hospitality for Blue/White Club members. Student lounges and study areas with 
complete wireless Internet access are also available.

The OceanFirst Bank Center, which is connected to Boylan Gym and the Stead-
man Natatorium, is 153,200 square feet of new space for students and the com-
munity to utilize in many different capacities. The building's most prominent fea-
ture is the 4,000 seat arena, which is the nest for the Monmouth men’s and 
women’s basketball programs. The arena also features a six-lane, 200-meter in-
door track, which can be used for training and competition all year long. A brand 
new fi tness center with state-of-the-art strength and cardiovascular equipment is 
also housed here.

The OceanFirst Bank Center provides varsity athletes and coaches with meet-
ing facilities, locker rooms, practice and competition facilities and expanded and 
upgraded amenities. The University Bookstore was also relocated from the Staf-
ford Student Center into the arena, which will improve accessibility for commuting 
students, and the additional square footage will enable the stocking of a greater 
variety of merchandise.

“Through the generosity of our donors, our athletes now have a facility that will 
immeasurably improve their ability to train at the highest level,” said Vice Presi-
dent and Director of Athletics Dr. Marilyn McNeil.

"We have the opportunity to play in one of the premier on-campus fa-
cilities in the northeast,” said head coach King Rice. “We are creating a 
home court environment that the university, community and Monmouth 
fans will be proud of, and will be diffi cult for other teams to play in.”
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King Rice enters his sixth season 
on the Monmouth sideline, and com-
pleted his most successful season-to-
date in 2015-16, leading the Hawks 
to a program best 28 wins and a 
top seed in the National Invitation 
Tournament, as well as wins over fi ve 
high-major programs. He coached 
the Hawks to the MAAC regular sea-
son title with a 17-3 league mark, 
collecting MAAC Coach of the Year 

honors in addition to being named John McLendon National Coach of the 
Year. Rice picked up ECAC and NABC District I Coach of the Year accolades 
as well, while being named a fi nalist for the Ben Jobe Award.

Rice posted 17 league victories, including an 11-2 mark at home and a 
nation-leading 13 road tallies and 17 wins away from home, including neutral 
site wins. He secured Monmouth’s fi rst regular season title in 11 years and 
the top seed in the conference tournament while knocking off the program’s 
fi rst-ever ranked opponent in No. 17 Notre Dame on Thanksgiving night as 
well as wins at UCLA, Georgetown and Rutgers and a neutral site victory 
over Southern California. The Blue and White also notched its fi rst national 
postseason win since 2006 and the fi rst ever at home, topping Bucknell in 
the opening round of the NIT.

In his fi fth season in West Long Branch, Rice mentored MAAC Player of 
the Year Justin Robinson and league Rookie of the Year Micah Seaborn, 
both of whom were all-conference selections along with senior Deon Jones. 
Robinson earned multiple national awards while setting the single-season 
scoring record under Rice’s tutelage.

Following the 2015-16 campaign, Rice was rewarded with a contract 
extension, which extended his contract to 2020-21.

Rice, who was named a fi nalist for the 2015 Ben Jobe National Coach of 
the Year Award, led the Hawks to an 18-15 overall record in 2014-15 and 
a 13-7 mark in Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference action, which resulted 
in the No. 4 seed in the league postseason. The Hawks, who advanced to 
the conference semifi nals in just their second season in the league, put a 
pair of guards on all-conference teams and held 26 of their opponents to 
70 points or less.

In 2014-15, the Hawks placed guard Justin Robinson on the All-MAAC First 
Team and the NABC All-District Second Team and guard Deon Jones on the 
All-MAAC Third Team, while senior guard Andrew Nicholas was honored as 
the league's Sixth Man of the Year.

Rice, whose roster featured nine fi rst-year players and no seniors in 
2013-14, guided the Hawks into their fi rst season in the MAAC, where the 
Blue & White claimed the No. 9 seed in the league's postseason. In his fi rst 
two seasons in the league, Monmouth outperformed its preseason coaches 
poll prognostication, as the Hawks were selected sixth prior to 2014-15 and 
fi nished the regular season in a tie for third place, with eventual tournament 
champion Manhattan.

In 2013-14, paced by one of the highest scoring duos in program history 
in Jones and Nicholas, the Hawks posted an 11-21 overall record, which 
included the championship trophy in the regional pod of the Barclays Center 
Classic, and the team's highest scoring average in 13 years.

The Hawks started the 2012-13 campaign with a 5-3 record before fi n-
ishing their fi nal season in the Northeast Conference with an overall mark 
of 10-21 and 5-13 in league play. Monmouth, which ranked near the top of 
the league in steals and turnover margin, capped its season with forward 
Ed Waite scoring his 1,000th career point and guard Jesse Steele writing his 
name all over the record books in just two and a half seasons.

In his fi rst season with the Blue and White, Rice made an immediate 
impact on the program, leading the Hawks to a fi fth place tie in the league 
standings. The Hawks fi nished 12-20 overall, but fi nished the year winners 
of nine of their last 12 games to claim a 10-8 league mark and grab the 

No. 6 seed in the conference postseason, while Dion Nesmith became the 
17th Monmouth player to earn NEC All-Rookie Team accolades in program 
history. The Hawks, who played three nationally-ranked teams during the 
year, and competed in the Dick’s Sporting Goods NIT Season Tip-Off, initi-
ated an up-tempo style of play, which then generated the team’s highest 
scoring average since the 2003-04 campaign.

on March 30, 2011, and became the fi fth head coach in the history of the 
Monmouth men’s basketball program.

A native of Binghamton, N.Y. and a 1992 graduate of North Carolina, Rice 
had 13 seasons of experience in the collegiate coaching ranks, 10 of which 
came with current Pittsburgh head coach Kevin Stallings. For the previous fi ve 
seasons before joining the Hawks, Rice was an assistant coach at Vanderbilt 
under Stallings, where the Commodores made the NCAA Tournament four 
of those years out of the Southeastern Conference.

Rice served as an assistant to Stallings for fi ve seasons at Illinois State 
from 1994-98, helping the Redbirds advance to postseason play four times, 
including two appearances in the NCAA Tournament. Rice helped spearhead 
recruiting efforts and was noted for his solid relationships with players.

Prior to his stint in Normal, Ill., Rice began his coaching career as an as-
sistant on Jerry Green’s Oregon staff during the 1993 campaign. Following 
his fi ve seasons with Stallings at Illinois State, Rice was an assistant for two 
years (1999-2000) at Providence under Tim Welsh.

As a point guard at North Carolina from 1988-91, Rice played for legend-
ary coach Dean Smith, helping the Tar Heels to a 29-6 overall mark and 
appearance at the 1991 NCAA Final Four. He fi nished his career ranked third 
on the Tar Heels’ all-time assist list with 629, and that mark ranks 11th 
all-time in Atlantic Coast Conference annals. Rice, who was a team captain 
in 1990-91 alongside Pete Chilcutt and Rick Fox, earned North Carolina’s 
Carmichael-Cobb Award (team’s outstanding defensive player) as a junior, 
and as a senior was tabbed the Foy Roberson Award recipient as the team’s 
Most Inspirational Player.

Rick Callahan has been on staff under King Rice since Rice started at Monmouth prior 
to the 2011-12 season. He was a major part of the staff that helped put together one of 
the most successful seasons in program history in 2015-16, posting a record 28 wins and 
a MAAC regular season title.

Callahan has over 30 years of experience in the collegiate coaching ranks, and joined 
King Rice as an assistant coach on the Monmouth staff after a one-year stint at Radford 
University. Prior to Radford, Callahan spent six seasons at TCU, where he helped the 
Horned Frogs advance to the 2005 National Invitational Tournament (NIT) quarterfi nals.

In all, Callahan has been on the sideline with 19 postseason tournament teams, nine 
which received NCAA Tournament berths, and nine which played in the NIT.

"Coach Callahan brings a wealth of experience to the staff," said Rice. "Rick is a high-major basketball coach for 30 
years, and has the passion to help basketball players become their best, both on and off the court. I have looked up to 
him for years, and feel very lucky to have him on the staff."

Callahan joined TCU after spending the 2001-02 season on Jerry Dunn's bench at Penn State. Prior to coaching with 
the Nittany Lions, Callahan spent the previous eight seasons (1993-2001) as a member of Eddie Fogler's staff at South 
Carolina.

Callahan began his coaching career at Syracuse under long-time mentor and Hall of Famer Jim Boeheim, where he 
started as a graduate assistant in 1980 and was named an assistant coach in 1981. While with the Orange, Callahan 
helped guide the team to four straight appearances in the NCAA Tournament.

Following his six years at Syracuse, Callahan moved on to Wichita State, where he teamed up with Fogler, with whom 
he coached with at WSU, Vanderbilt and South Carolina. At Vanderbilt, the Commodores qualifi ed for postseason play in 
each of their four seasons and won the 1993 Southeastern Conference title with a school-best record of 28-6. The 1991 
and 1993 squads played in the NCAA Tournament, and the '93 team advanced to the Sweet Sixteen. In addition, the

Sam Ferry joined the Monmouth staff in 2011 with King Rice as the Director of Operations and was 
promoted to the position of assistant coach prior to the 2013-14 season. Ferry was an integral part of 
the program’s success in 2015-16, including winning a school record 28 games and the MAAC regular 
season title. As a result, Ferry was named to the Under Armour 30-under-30 Team as part of the 
NABC’s Guardians of the Game Awards, recognizing 30 men’s basketball coaches under the age of 30.

Ferry plays a major role in recruiting for the Hawks, developing ties in the northeast through New 
England and across the Maryland and Virginia areas in his fi ve seasons at MU. The Providence, RI na-
tive helped bring in pieces of the roster that secured fi ve high-major wins in 15-16, and also handles 
sections of player development, practice and scouting reports for the Monmouth program. A signifi -
cant piece of Ferry’s responsibilities include the team’s academics, and under Ferry, Monmouth men’s 
basketball was recognized by the NCAA this year for its multiyear Academic Progress Rate (APR) and 

placed to the Division I Academic Performance Program (APP). The program has seen 15 of 15 seniors graduate in Ferry’s time. A 2010 
graduate of Vanderbilt with a degree in Human and Organizational Development, Ferry worked for four years as a student manager 
including as the head manager as a senior before being appointed to the Commodores basketball staff in the summer of 2010. Ferry 
spent the 2010-11 season as the Vanderbilt Director of Video Operations.

Duane Woodward, a former All-Big East selection at Boston College and successful professional 
player in Europe, completed his second year on the Monmouth men’s basketball staff in 2015-16. 
He joined the staff for the 2014-15 season and was promoted to assistant coach in April, 2015.

Woodward is a major factor in recruiting at MU, developing many ties in his years in collegiate 
and professional basketball. He was a major part in player development and scouting over the 
course of Monmouth’s record-breaking season in 15-16, including 28 wins and a MAAC regular 
season championship.

A four-year starter at Boston College from 1994-98, Woodward was a member of the 1996 and 
1997 Eagles team that advanced to the second round of the NCAA tournament. In 1997, Boston 
College captured Big East regular season and tournament titles and Woodward was named to 
the Big East All-Tournament team that winter. He capped his collegiate career by earning Second 

Team All-Big East honors in 1998 when he averaged 15.6 points, 5.1 assists, 4.3 rebounds and 2.1 steals per game.
Following college, Woodward embarked on a 13-year professional career overseas, playing in over 10 different countries. Dur-

ing his tenure in the Cyprus League for AEL Limassol, Woodward helped lead AEL to back-to-back championships in 2003 and 
2004 and was named Eurobasket.com All-Cyprus League Player of the Year and All-Cyprus League First Team, as well as the 
2004 Eurobasket.com All-FIBA EuropeLeague Player of the Year. Woodward was also named to the 2008 Eurobasket.com Cyprus 
League All-Imports Team, and was a two-time All Star during his tenure in Europe.

Woodward joined the Fordham staff after a stint as an assistant coach at Queens College in the summer of 2013 where he 
recruited and scouted prospective student-athletes as well as scouted and edited game fi lm.

Prior to Queens College, Woodward started his collegiate coaching career at Maritime College in the Bronx, where he helped the 
team triple its win percentage from the previous season. Woodward’s main responsibilities for the Privateers included recruiting, 
player development, practice planning, and scouting.

Woodward received his start in coaching as a coach with the 16U/17U for the Amateur Athletic Union (AAU) team, the New York 
Panthers, in 2008. He worked under the direction of well-known grass- roots director Gary Charles, whom he played for while in 
high school at Benjamin N. Cardozo High School.

Woodward has also served as a coach and instructor at numerous camps, including Hoop Group Elite Camp, Five Star Elite 
Camp, the University of Pennsylvania Basketball Camp and the Fairfi eld University Basketball Camp.

The Queens native earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in marketing from Boston College in 1998. He currently resides in New 
York City.

Former Indiana University guard under Hall of Fame coach Bobby Knight, Jamal Meeks 
joined the Monmouth University men's basketball staff as the Director of Basketball Op-
erations, under fi fth year head coach King Rice in 2015-16.

Meeks spent the 15-16 season as the Director of Operations, and was an integral part 
in Monmouth's success throughout the season. Meeks worked closely with the staff on all 
aspects of the program's operation, including practice and gameday responsibilities.

Meeks, who played in 129 career games, earning 44 starts over four seasons with the 
Hoosiers and competed in the 1992 NCAA Final Four, started his coaching career in 1997 
as an assistant at Bowling Green under Dan Dakich before moving on to Butler University 

as part of Thad Motta’s staff. At both stops, Meeks served as the Director of Recruitment, while his coaching responsibili-
ties included working with post players, game preparation and academics.

“I am very excited to a part of Coach Rice’s staff,” stated Meeks. “We have been friends for a long time and when he 
offered this position to me he made sure I knew I was here on merit, because I know this game and am good with the 
kids. I am very excited to be here and get back into college coaching.”

A team co-captain for the Hoosiers, Meeks graduated from Indiana University with a Bachelor of Arts degree in crimi-
nal justice.  For the last four years, Meeks has served as a youth coach at the Indiana Basketball Academy, while working 
in the private sector.

Monmouth Men's Basketball 2016-17 Roster

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Monmouth began its basketball program without a home court in 1956. The Hawks played their first home game 

at the Long Branch YMCA on December 1, 1956, and they defeated Jersey City Junior College 51-47.

Why the Hawks? In 1939, the Press Club proposed a student campaign to pick an athletic nickname. A large list 

of entries was cut to 15, and that included such names as Bearcats, EmJaCees, Orange Fliers and Nighthawks. 

Through a ballot in the college newspaper the Outlook, Monmouth students nominated “Nighthawks, EmJaCees 

and MaJiCians”. Monmouth’s athletes became the Nighthawks by a margin of six votes. Upon the college’s entry 

into the day-time ranks in 1956, the name was shortened to the present “Hawks”.

Alumni Memorial Gymnasium opened for student use on November 12, 1965, and the first game took place on 

November 27 as the Varsity defeated the Alumni, 106-73.

The first regular season game at Alumni Gym occurred on December 1, 1965, as the Hawks defeated Saint Peter’s 

73-71 behind Ron Kornegay’s team-high 24 points, which kicked off a 26-4 campaign for the Blue and White.

Bill Boylan, the coach from 1956-57 to 1976-77, compiled a 367-157 overall record (.700) over his 21 seasons at the 

helm of the program. Alumni Gym was renamed Boylan Gymnasium in 1992.

Monmouth’s first scholarship athlete, All-American and all-time leading scorer, Ron Kornegay (2,526 career 

points (1965-69) took over the Hawks from Boylan in 1977 and posted 129 wins in 10 seasons. Monmouth won its 

first conference championship under Wayne Szoke in 1996 and captured three more titles in 2001, 2004 and 2006 

under 1,000 point scorer turned head coach Dave Calloway.

Monmouth played its home games in Boylan Gym until March 2009, before the University opened the $57-million 

Multipurpose Activity Center prior to the 2009-10 season.

In its final five seasons of Division II action, the Hawks won four straight Big Apple Conference Championships 

and advanced to the NCAA DII Tournament twice.

The Hawks first full season of Division I action was 1983-84, when Monmouth played the likes of La Salle (in 

its home opener on November 28, 1983), Rutgers, Seton Hall, Georgetown, Wake Forest, Hofstra and Florida State.

After playing as an independent during the 1983-84 campaign, the Hawks joined the ECAC Metro Athletic Con-

ference for the 1985-86 season, which changed its name to the Northeast Conference in 1988.

Upon leaving the NEC for the Metro Atlantic Athletic Conference (July, 2013), Monmouth ranked fourth all-

time in NEC regular season victories with 261, while compiling four conference championships, and 21 NEC Tour-

nament wins.

In December of 2012, Monmouth University announced it would accept an invitation to the Metro Atlantic 

Athletic Conference (MAAC), and officially became a member of the league on July 1, 2013.
